Cohabitation Register, recently rediscovered earlier this year,” Williams said. “This information 
contains significant historical information to African Americans researching their genealogical 
history, which was previously unknown. It is my desire to continue to preserve, protect and 
digitize records. The Montgomery County Circuit Court’s office is grateful to the Library of 
Virginia for their coordinated efforts to properly preserve this document and also the Library’s 
work to index and provide this priceless information online to share with the public.” 
 
According to the LVA, “The cohabitation registers were the legal vehicles by which formerly 
enslaved couples legitimized their pre-slavery marriages and the children of unions that no 
longer existed in 1866 due to death or other circumstances such as the wife being sold away. 
These records are invaluable resources for genealogists and historians alike.”
